Rubric for Long-Form Improvisation Performance

70 points.

Requirements:

Warmup

10 to 15 minutes

Choice of one of the long-form structures.

6 to 10 scenes

All students ‘play’

10 points – Involvement in a group


Supporting other players


Listening offstage


All ‘play’


Clear edits and opener.


Adding to the scene (Check impulses – are you needed?)

10 points –  10 minute time-limit met


This includes the opener and 6 to 10 scenes

10 points – Listening offstage


There should not be talking by other players who are not onstage.

10 points – Involvement in one or more scene as a A/B (main) character.


You have to support your group by being in at least 2 scenes and the opener!


Walk-ons and secondary characters will be considered additional

10 points – Edits, entrances, and scene painting used fluidly


Claps can be used between scenes


Stepping onstage can be used for La Ronde


Statement of ‘object’ used for Invocation


Tap-outs used sparingly and well

10 points – Choice of ‘form’  (Ex.  Living Room/Scene Painting/Invocation/La Ronde)


Warm-up =  “I will support you and make you look good.”  “Thank you”


Actors choose as a group and must ask for starting ‘idea/word/event’

10 points – One-page reflection after ‘watching’ the performance (questions below)


How did it feel?  Did you find the ‘shiny’ idea that Bernard talks about?


Did you stay in character?  Did you agree?  What was surprising?


Did you make the other actors look good?  Did you feel supported?


Was there a ‘theme’?  What was the most interesting part?


How difficult was it?  Did you have an emotional connection?


Were you a supporting player?  Was it funny?  Did you create art?
