Technical Positions 
· Managerial/Headset Positions: filled by students from Stagecraft class.
· Stagehands will be volunteers with Seniors given priority.
ACT Guidelines
· Determined by audition at the discretion of the judges.
· Any student can audition.
· All performers must be full-time students at Atherton.
· Acts must audition with intended performance material.
· Acts must have a costume concept at the audition.
· Act must do full performance in costume, for approval, the week before performance.

· Changes in acts must be approved by the entire Audition Committee no later than 14 calendar days before the performance. Exceptions will be made at the discretion of the faculty sponsors.

· All auditions and rehearsals are closed.

· The faculty sponsors reserve the right to remove, at their discretion, personel, technical or talent, at any time.

· All acts must be seen in their entirety 30 days before performance.

· No glitter, confetti, or balloons onstage or in the auditorium.

Program copy must be approved by Mr. Tucker and Mr. Perry

No acts backstage watching the show unless going on next and then you will have a designated space in which to wait. Wait in the dungeon or go out in the auditorium if you wish to watch.

Script, acts, MC’s, and all tech can and will be changed by Mr. Perry. There is no argument in this. It is Mr. Perry’s show, not the seniors. He has the last and final word. Vaudeville can be cancelled at anytime.

No one has the authority to use props, costumes, furniture, etc. in the dungeon. You MUST have permission from Mr. Perry to use any items belonging to the theatre program. 

What can happen if I violate school rules? You may be punished a variety of ways: ISAP, suspension, not being allowed to walk at graduation, etc. It has happened.

No phones onstage. All tech and MC’s phones will be collected during rehearsal and performances and kept locked in Mr. Perry’s office. 

Acts must sign a contract.

MC’s must sign a contract.
