MEMORY COACH SCHEDULE
FIVE MONTHS BEFORE PRODUCTION
1.
Set up a schedule
-Find out from the director how many coaches are needed and create a 

schedule for when and where coaches are needed.

2.
Find volunteers

-Try to get at least two volunteers per rehearsal to work with individual 

cast members on memorizing their lines.
ONE to FOUR MONTHS BEFORE PRODUCTION
1.
Be A Memory Coach
-Come during rehearsals to work with any cast member who is not 

occupied. Every actor needs to learn his/her lines and it’s your job to make sure that they do.

-Check their lines for memorization. All cast members like to believe that 

they know their lines; however, most often they do not. Use their script to quiz them on their lines by reading the lines of the other characters in the scene. If it is a monologue, follow along in the script prompting the actor when s/he forgets his/her line.

2.
Be An Assistant

-If you planned on being a memory coach and all of the cast members 

3. actually have their lines memorized and you want to help, please do! Often there are other odd jobs that need to be done and you could do them, if you are willing.

4. -Approximately one month before the production, memory coaches will 

either be needed until production time, or will be released from duty. Ask the director to make sure!
Always check with the director before working with cast members!
